MINUTES
CITY COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING
June 4, 2007
7:00 P.M.

CALL THE MEETING TO ORDER: Mayor Cox called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

INVOCATION AND PLEDGE: Invocation was led by Rev. Jim Garvin of Dawsonville United Methodist
Church, followed by the pledge of allegiance.

ROLL CALL: Those present included Mayor Joe Lane Cox, Council Members Jonathan Cox,
Linda Grant, Mike Sosebee, and Mike Wilson; staff present were Kim Cornelison, Steve Holder, and
Dana Miles, City Attorney.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Approve the minutes of the regular meeting held May 7, 2007. Minutes were unanimously approved.
Sosebee/Cox. '

NEW BUSINESS:

Parade/Public Assembly Application: GRHOF, July 3" Thunder in the Sky at DCHS. Council
unanimously approved the parade and public assembly application with the stipulation that the Fire
Marshall and Sheriff approve the event. Grant/Wilson.

Reuse Ordinance Draft. A draft of a reuse ordinance was passed out for the council to start reviewing
before the first public hearing to be held next month. Council was urged to review the ordinance and
get with staff if they had any questions.

Georgia Transmission Easement Purchase. Dana Miles explained that Georgia Transmission is
seeking a permanent easement on a corner of the spray field consisting of 0.445 acres of land. In
return for the permanent easement Georgia Transmission would compensate the City in the amount of
$3,680.00. Council unanimously approved authorizing the mayor to execute the easement.
Cox/Wilson.

Parking Lot Lights — City Hall: Mayor Cox asked the council to authorize the purchase of exterior
lighting that would line the new road coming in to City Hall, as well as the grass lot that is adjacent to
the front parking lot. The lighting would consist of 9 decorative poles — the poles are the same as those
at the cemetery and playground. Steve Holder secured two quotes: Lights-R-Us at $27,766.98; and
Georgia Power at $22,500.00. Council unanimous authorized letting the work to Georgia Power.
Cox/Grant.

PUBLIC HEARINGS:
Ordinances:

Personnel Ordinance: An ordinance to adopt personnel policies of the City of Dawsonville, Georgia; to
repeal former personnel policies; to provide for severability; and for other purposes.

Dana Miles presented the ordinance and opened the public hearing. There were approximately 16
people present and no one spoke in favor or against the ordinance. Council unanimously approved the
second reading and adoption of the Personnel Ordinance. Sosebee/Wilson.

MAYOR’S REPORT:
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Mayor Cox informed the council that Steve Holder has been working on having some property owners
clean up their places. Council commended Steve for this effort on this issue.

Mayor Cox read a letter of thanks from Mr. & Mrs. Brian Rudnicki of Tunnel Hill, Georgia for the patriotic
display of the crosses and flags throughout the downtown area.

Mayor Cox and the Council commended Kim Cornelison and Steve Holder for their presentations
earlier today at the retreat between the County and City.

Mayor Cox asked Dana Miles to read a letter of thanks from Nicky Gilleland, Superintendent, Dawson
County Schools. Mr. Gilleland thanked the City for its foresight to add sidewalks at the high school and
elementary school. Mr. Gilleland also wrote that the school board looks forward to the completion of
the sidewalk on Allen Street which will effectively tie the schools and library together providing safe
pedestrian passage for their students. '

Annie Dean Samples thanked Mayor Cox and Steve Holder for attending the birthday party of
Raymond Parks, a racing industry legend.

EXECUTIVE SESSION:

Council unanimously approved the motion to go in to executive session at 7:30 p.m. for the purpose of
discussing potential litigation on SPLOST and an update on other legal cases. Cox/Wilson.

City Attorney Dana Miles presented his opinion regarding the equitable division of SPLOST funds. He
advised the City to send a letter including a list of prioritized projects requesting the City’s projects be
included on the resolution or ordinance calling for a SPLOST referendum. If the county fails to include
city projects then he would file for an injunction to stop the election until the issue is resolved. Inthe
meantime he encouraged the council to review the City’s SPLOST projects and amend the list to place
the projects in order of priority.

‘Council unanimously authorized the mayor to negotiate SPLOST with the prioritized list of projects
giving the Mayor limited authority on adjusting certain projects. Sosebee/Grant.

The City Attorney gave the council an update on the Gold Creek appeal.
ADJOURNMENT:

At 8:15 p.m. council came out of executive session and adjourned the executive session and the
regylar meeting. Cox/Sosebee.
